· The Three Little Pigs. Listen and sequence the story. The materials used to build the houses. The brick house was the strongest.
· Safety rules when looking at the builders Yard; safety helmet and clothes must be worn, no running, safety goggles, must be shown how to use equipment. 
· Builders construct buildings and structures. Became a builder in our Builder’s Yard.
· Identify patterns when forming a brick wall.  
· Develop Fine motor skills by using nuts and bolts to connect pieces and make them secure.
· Create design plans and make them in the builder’s yard. 
· Measuring – look at the heights of things we construct, can I build something taller or shorter? 
· Look at 3d shapes; cube, cuboid, cylinder, sphere to create our buildings. 
· STEM activity – building structures using marshmallows and spaghetti.
